Required Materials

Attendance and Absent Work
This class will adhere to the school’s policy on tardiness and absenteeism. You will have the same number of days that you were absent to make up an assignment/test/project.

· Please Note: No late work or test make-ups will be allowed for unexcused absences!

Late Work Policy/ZAP
Students are expected to complete assignments on time. If you come to class without your assignment, you may be “ZAPPED.”  If you have questions about the school-wide ZAP program, please feel free to ask.  This will be discussed in class.   All late assignments will be penalized with a 30% grade reduction.
Hall Passes

Sixth grade students are issued TEN passes. Please use these wisely, for emergencies only! If you use up all of your passes, you may be denied the right to leave the room. I reserve the right to use discretion when signing hall passes. Please be sure to sign in and out on the pass log!
Methods of Evaluation
Formative assessments will count for 30% of the course grade. This includes:
· Assignments/Classwork = Students will be allowed to utilize remaining class time to work on assignments. Anything not completed in class will become homework. 

· Please Note: ALL assignments must be properly labeled with your full name, hour, the date, and assignment title in order to earn credit!
Summative assessments will count for 70% of the course grade. This includes:
· Tests/Quizzes = Tests will be given at the end of each unit. Test dates will be announced in advance, and we will review together as a class.
· Projects = Students will usually receive ample class time to complete projects. However, if work is not finished in class, students may have to spend time at home completing these assignments.
Grading

Students will be graded according to the district scale. Please check PowerSchool consistently and monitor your own progress. If at any time you have questions or concerns about your grade, please come see me! 

Please keep all graded work. If there is a grading discrepancy, this will be required as proof for any grade changes to occur.
Any work turned in without a name will be placed on the “No Name Wall of Shame” ( Please check here if you are confident you turned something in, but have yet to receive it back. Work that remains here at the end of each unit will be thrown away.
We will use the district grading scale below:

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	Safety- Conduct yourself in a manner that promotes safety for yourself and others
Tolerance-Be open-minded, flexible and patient

Respect- Treat others the way you would like to be treated
Responsibilty- Be prepared to be successful, be mindful of timing


Students are expected to be conscientious and cooperative at all times. Please note the following classroom policies:

· Arrive on time and bring all materials with you each day. Take your seat immediately upon arrival – when I’m ready, you should be ready (
· Students may not line up by the door! Only seated students will be dismissed!

· You are expected to treat Mrs. Ritter, your fellow classmates, and any guests or guest teachers with respect

· Keep our room clean! If my classroom is a disaster, no one will leave until it is cleaned up and things are back in order!

· Only water bottles will be permitted. No other food or drink is allowed.

· We will follow the school policy on electronic devices!
· Disruptive or inappropriate behavior will not be tolerated. Consequences may include time after the bell, a phone call home, loss of classroom privileges, parent-teacher conference, and a disciplinary referral
· Behavior Issues:

· 1st Violation = Warning

· 2nd Violation = Parent/Guardian will be notified

· 3rd Violation and Subsequent Violations = Detention or Referral

Please Note: Depending on the severity of the behavior problem/incident, students may receive an immediate detention or referral. 

· For example: I do not tolerate disruptive behavior when there is a guest teacher in my room. Any students who are disrespectful to a guest teacher will receive an automatic phone call home and an appropriate consequence.
